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The Color StyleWiter Pro printer is the first color ink jet printer offered by
Appl e for home use. This printer can provide you with vivid col or inmages. This
article provides ideas to help you get the npst out of your Color StyleWiter
Pro.
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Paper Choice

You may not be getting the nost out of your Color StyleWiter Pro if you use
st andard phot ocopi er or |aser paper. Standard paper absorbs the ink and the
final output looks a bit dull. But there is a way to get nuch brighter inages
fromyour printer.

Use a special type of paper designed for a color ink jet printer. Mst |arge
paper outlets carry this type of paper in packages of 250 sheets. You can al so
find snall er packages at sone of the larger conputer stores that sell the Col or
StyleWiter Pro or the Hewl ett-Packard color DeskWiter. The color ink jet paper
has one side coated with a clay based substance that doesn't let the paper
absorb the ink.

Print Dialog Box Settings

Sel ect the Paper Type that matches the type of paper you use. The choices are:
Pl ai n, Coated, Back Print, and Transparenci es.

Print Quality

There are three settings that effect the output quality. Use Best for the

hi ghest quality output with [ittle or no banding. Use Normal for high quality
wi th some bandi ng and i ncreased speed. Use Draft for the greatest speed
possi bl e.



Hal ft one Opti ons

The hal ftone options are available by clicking on the color button

» The Hal ftone option determ nes how the printer blends the
four ink colors to create different col or conbi nations.

e The Pattern option works well for charts and graphs.

e The Scatter option works well for photographic inmages.

The Col or Sync software nmakes colors | ook the way you expect no matter what
device you use to view them — Mnitor, printer, or scanner. After turning on
Col or Sync, choose the option fromthe pop-up nmenu that best describes your
document :

e Photographic — for conplex picture with subtle tones

e Busi ness Graphic — when matching the vibrancy of the color
is nmore inportant than matching the exact hue

* Spot Colors — when you're using color calibrated equi pnent

You may want to experinment with these options to get the best results.
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
