Desktop PrintMnitor's Preferred Menory

The Desktop PrintMnitor requires approximately 6K for each Desktop Printer
created on a 680x0 Maci ntosh conmputer and 9K for each Desktop Printer on a Power
Maci nt osh conputer. The default setting of 160K lets you create approxi mately

ei ght Desktop Printers on a 680x0 Maci ntosh and four on a Power Macintosh.

If you create nore Desktop Printers than can be supported by the Desktop
PrintMonitor, an appropriate alert is given the next tinme you attenpt to print.
This alert instructs you to increase the nenory size of the Desktop

Print Moni tor, but does not indicate by how much. If you follow the 6K per
printer for 680x0 Macintosh computers and 9K per printer for Power Macintosh
conputers rule of thumb when adjusting nmenory, you will avoid further |ow nenory
problenms with the Desktop PrintMnitor.

Desktop Printer's Preferred Menory

Increasing the preferred menory size in a Desktop Printer's Get Info window |l ets
the Desktop Printer handle | arger, nore conplex print jobs wthout asking you to
i ncrease nmenory to the printer. Mdst of the tinme, you never have to nake
adjustnments to a Desktop Printer's nenory size.

The default menory size for Desktop Printers will be anple for nobst printing
tasks. Wien it is not, the Desktop Printer tenporarily increases its nenory size
by 50% If this adjustment is not adequate, a nessage appears asking if you
woul d Iike the Desktop Printer to tenporarily adjust its size an additional

50%

You may need to permanently increase a Desktop Printer's menory if you regularly



print large, conplex docunents. A typical docunent of this type might include a

full page, true color inmage, enploy Col orSync, and print to a color |aser
printer.
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
