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About this expansion card

When installed in a NuBus™ expansion slot of a Macintosh computer, the
Hurdler-HQS Serial Card provides the computer with four additional serial
ports. Depending on the number of NuBus slots available, up to four Hurdler-
HQS cards can be installed, providing sixteen serial connections for an Apple
Remote Access (ARA) MultiPort Server. The ports can be used to support any
asynchronous serial device, such as a modem or an ISDN adapter. A high-
speed serial cable (not included) is required to connect each device to the card.

This installation guide provides guidelines for safely installing the card,
connecting devices, and troubleshooting startup problems.

For instructions on setting up and using an Apple Remote Access MultiPort
Server, see the Apple Remote Access MultiPort Server Administrator’s Guide.

IMPORTANT  Keep the card inside its antistatic bag in the protective cardboard
box until you’re ready for installation.

System requirements

You can install and set up your card in any Macintosh computer that has
NuBus expansion slot architecture. See your Apple Remote Access MultiPort
Server Administrator’s Guide for complete information on system software
and random-access memory (RAM) requirements.
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Installing and connecting the card and software

To install the card:

1 Following the specific setup information that came with your Macintosh computer,
unplug the power cord, open the back panel or lid, and locate an empty NuBus
expansion slot inside the computer.

Your computer setup guide includes instructions to help you avoid electric shock
hazard or damage to your computer’s components when installing the card. 

2 Remove the card from its antistatic bag.

Handle the card by its edges and avoid touching the components and connector
as much as possible.

3 Align the card over the expansion slot and press down firmly and evenly on both ends
until the card fits snugly into place.

Test to see if the card is properly connected by lifting the card slightly. If it
resists and stays in place, it’s connected.

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4 Following the directions that came with your computer, replace the back panel or lid and
then plug in the computer.

5 Attach the DIN-8 connector on a serial cable to one of the four DIN-8 ports on the card.

A high-speed, hardware-handshaking (RS-232) serial cable probably came
with your modem or ISDN device. If not, you can purchase one at an Apple-
authorized dealer near you. Be sure that the cable interface is consistent with
the illustration shown later in this booklet, in the section “High-Speed Serial
Cable Interface.”

6 Attach the other end of the cable to the port on your serial device.

7 Repeat steps 5 and 6 as necessary to attach up to four serial cables.

8 Start up the computer and insert the Hurdler-HQS Serial Driver floppy disk in your
disk drive.

9 Open the disk icon and drag the CSI Serial Init to your System Folder. 

10 Click OK when alerted that the file will be put in the Extensions folder. 

11 Restart the computer.

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Troubleshooting 

For handling common software problems that may arise, follow the guidelines
provided in your Apple Remote Access MultiPort Server Administrator’s Guide. 

If you suspect that your card is defective, you can check the card’s self-
diagnostics by following these instructions:

1 Shut down your Remote Access Manager software, if it’s running.

2 Shut down the server computer.

3 Open the computer’s lid.

4 While watching the light-emitting diode (LED) on the card in question, restart 
your computer.

On startup, the LED should blink four times and then go dark. The LED may
glow dimly during high serial input, but it should not blink brightly except
during startup. If it does, the board may be defective.

If you suspect the card is defective, the following procedure may help:

1 Remove all non-Apple extensions from the System Folder, with the exception of the CSI
Serial Init.

2 Restart the server computer.

If this does not solve the problem, you can:

1 Remove the Hurdler-HQS card and inspect it for bent pins on all socketed chips and the
NuBus connector.

2 Replace the card, preferably in a new slot.

3 Restart the server computer.
